With a view to expediting the issue of passport, the Ministry bad in

‘Ocfober 2006 revised the proceduies in sespect of Government servanty/PsU

employees, et al, by introducing Identity Certificate (IC) in licu of No Objection A
Certificate (NOC), thereby exempting them from police verification. The Office

submit IC for expeditious issue of passport. However, many subordinate offices
of both Central and State Govemments and PSUs have beon found to be reluctant
or declining to-issue the praseribed IC to their staff, thereby defeating the very
